Have you ever thought about why you trust certain people while with others, you
would not share your inmost thoughts? We learn to trust people because we see the
choices they make and the way they respond in difficult circumstances.

[t is very clear that God wants to show us he is trustworthy and good. One way we
understand this is through stories of how God revealed himself to other people in
history. While we will not have the exact experience, we can learn from the
experience of others.

Moses had a surprising experience with God, which resulted in Moses learning to
have confidence in God. Moses was related to Abraham, the father of the nation
Israel. In Moses lifetime, 1526-1406 BC, the nation of Israel were slaves in Egypt. As
an adult, Moses lived in the desert in exile from Egypt. This was because he killed an
Egyptian while defending of an Israelite. In the desert God spoke to him, gaining his
attention through a bush that was burning and yet not consumed.

10ne day, Moses was taking care of the sheep and goats of his father-in-
law, Jethro, the priest of Midian, and Moses decided to lead them across
the desert to Sinai, the holy mountain. 2There an angel of the LORD
appeared to him from a burning bush. Moses saw that the bush was on
fire, but it was not burning up. 3" This is strange!" he said to himself. " I'll
go over and see why the bush isn't burning up." 4+When the LORD saw
Moses coming near the bush, he called him by name, and Moses
answered, " Here I am."
